The Root sculpture, with its imagery grounded deep in the earth, is inspired by the histories of The Valley of Heart’s Delight as expressed in the textile designs of Corinne Takara and the winners of the fusionwear sv contest. In this piece I envisioned Silicon Valley’s beautiful landscape surfaces (valleys, bay ponds, mountains, architecture and multicultural ethnic styles) melting and integrating onto the shape of a human form. My vision reflects how our internal selves mirror our external lives around us …Earth and Human are as one.
This asymmetrical design, fabric and color composition tells the story. It offers a sensual softness, which expresses lightness and flows like water from the drape of the silk organza and chiffon fabrics.  The juxtaposition of cotton lawn gives a heavier weight referencing agriculture labor work clothes and the richness of soil from the land. The entire skirt is boned echoing The Valley’s physical landscape while the shape in the architectural sleeves references Valley architecture today and past. This piece celebrates and radiates the story of how Silicon Valley’s rich history helped create its soul and its connection to the present abundance and growth.  
The companion sculpture, The Emotional Transformation , is an ethereal dream.  This piece symbolizes how Silicon Valley is in a constant transient state of imagination, creativity and realization. This architectural sculpture suspended in air creates shape with an aura of light and lightness. This piece is built of a 64 hand sewn, 3-Dimensional silk organza solar panel skirt and sleeves. Utilizing Takara’s digital fabric prints levering advanced emotion mapping software, I strived to reflect the vocal emotions shared by the community to the collaborative project.  This expresses how “Surface and Shape is as one, and how fabric of “Surface” is transformed into a deeper level through the expression of Human Emotion with Technology. The Emotional Transformation sculpture reflects on how Silicon Valley is in transcendence and cultivating “Home” for people all over the world to be the Best in their fields of Technology, Engineering, Innovation, and Art. 
The dialog created by these two sculptures represents dimensions of Silicon Valley moving parallel together in life as this region is driving by individuals constantly building, transforming and manifesting dreams into realizations.
